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GENERAL DETAILS

How do policies developed in the context of neoliberalism and these turbulent times affect the lives of diverse women and gender
equality? How do women organize themselves, respond and resist in these contexts? Using the framework of intersectionality, this course
will explore specific policy areas, including economic, environmental, social and criminal justice policies, primarily in Canada. Participants
will engage in comparisons with other global Northern and global Southern countries and will consider global and transnational patterns
and implications of neoliberalism and feminist organizing.

This course will meet once a week synchronously, with additional asynchronous activities.
