This course focuses on the elements of designing and writing a research question and proposal. It examines the principles of research
design and research ethics and surveys the strengths and weaknesses of a variety of methods of data collection.

The course delivery mode for POLS 6940: in-person. This course is a seminar, and consequently, students are expected to participate
actively in class.
